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2.3 Partnership Structure

The work of Chesterfield Community Safety Partnership is managed, directed and
monitored locally by means of a Strategy Group which is made up of partner agencies
from statutory, private and voluntary sectors. This group reports to the County Strategy
Group – Safer Communities Tasking and Advisory Group, which in turn reports to the
Safer Communities Board. In addition the CSP fulfils the role of the CHART LSP ‘Safer
Communities’ theme for Chesterfield Borough. The CSP Chair has a place at the LSP
Forum, acting as a link between the groups.

Figure 2.3.1 shows the strategic group structure. * – Statutory partners

From April 1st 2010 Derbyshire Probation Trust has become a statutory partner to CCSP.

2.4 County Structure

The Local Area Agreement (LAA)

The LAA is an agreement between central government and local government to deliver an
agreed set of outcomes for a local area. Agreements usually last for three years and cover
a number of thematic areas. A key feature of agreements is that they pool together a
number of existing funding streams provided by central government. The aim is to simplify
the way in which some area based funding schemes are distributed and to provide a
greater degree of flexibility in how such funds are spent. The current Local Area
Agreement for Derbyshire started in June 2008 and will cease on 31 March 2011 and
consists of 35 targets selected from a national indicator set and 17 statutory education and
early years targets also taken from the national indicator set. Work is already well
underway in all priority areas. The Derbyshire LAA is managed through a number of
Boards reporting into an Executive Board which sits under the Derbyshire Partnership
Forum arrangements.

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The table below gives an indication of the annual trend of ‘like for like’ crime statistics.
There is an increase of 5% in numerical incidents. This has been impacted heavily by a
surge in burglary (from the reduced incidence shown in last years plan refresh) and a
major spike in crime in October and November 2009.

The table below from last years refresh plan has been retained to demonstrate the
progress made with SAC figures in the borough since 2007. Although Chesterfield
Borough remains off target for the LAA milestone and has the worst performance in the
County of Derbyshire, the latest data in the table above compared with that below from the
previous refresh indicates a 9% reduction in SAC over the two year period.

The 12 monthly cumulative target for NI 16 is 1223 (12.13 per 1000 pop.) The actual
count to quarter 3 (latest available data) is 1365 (13.54 per 1000 pop.). This pushes the
RAG status into condition red at 11.7% adverse to target. The table below shows the
annual County performance against target for incidents of NI 16 reportable offences. In
addition to having the worst performance in the county in relation to its target, Chesterfield
also has the second largest actual count of incidents in the county after Erewash.
